INTERNATIONAL
COOPERATION

With the support of WIPO and the Euro-
pean Patent Office specialists of Sakpatenti
were able to participate in the work of differ-
ent seminars and conferences.

On July 9-11, 2003 in San Francisco was
held the World Symposium on Geographical
Indications one of the issues of which was
creation of Uniform Global Register of Geo-
graphical Indications in the scope of the World
Trade Organization and together with wine and
spirits extension of the international protection
on the other agricultural products.

Representatives of Skapatenti were able to
participate in the discussion and fix once more
support of Georgia for the idea of creation of
the Uniform Global Register lobbed actively
by the European Union and the other coun-
tries.

Examiners of Sakpatenti had one more pos-
sibility to share experience with their foreign
colleagues and familiarize with the up-to-date
achievements in the field of patent search and
examination. From this point of view, the as-
sistance of the European Patent Office that
enabled our examiners to work on probation
in respect of different actual issues should be
marked.

In connection with the accession of Geor-
gia to the Hague Agreement Concerning In-
ternational Deposit of Industrial Designs, ex-
aminers of Sakpatenti familiarized themselves
with experience of their colleagues from Mol-
dova that has been a party of this Agreement
for several years.

Representatives of Sakpatenti also partici-
pate actively in the discussions of the WIPO
Committee concerning preparation of the new
draft of the international agreement on audio-
visual works.

In June 2003, WIPO and the Russian Patent
Office organized in Moscow the Forum on the
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Meeting of the Heads of IP Offices, Munich, December 2003. Mr. Nikolai Taran, Director General of the Industrial Property Protection Agency of

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issues of genetic resources, traditional knowl-
edge and folklore. It should be marked that
this activity is a new direction for WIPO and
for the last years the special attention is paid
to discussion of these issues.

Several seminars were held on the issues of
enforcement, cases considered by the chamber
of appeals of the patent offices and court prac-
tice, where the judges of different countries
and prominent specialist of the field shared
experience with the lawyers of Sakpatenti.

In September 2003 39th session of the
WIPO Member States Assembly was held
in the work of which 179 states took part,
amongst — Georgia.

The subject of discussion of the Assembly
was as follows: Diplomatic Conference con-
cerning the protection of performances of au-
diovisual works, objectives of perfection of
the international patent system, registration of
domain names in the Internet, etc. The Assem-
bly approved the 2004-2005 Program of WIPO
and budget.

Dr. David Gabunia Director General of
Sakpatenti addressed the Assembly. He evalu-
ated the activities of WIPO in 2003, covered
the situation of the intellectual property pro-
tection in Georgia and the issues of increasing
cooperation of WIPO and Georgia in different
fields.
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2
PATENT-INFORMATION
ACTIVITIES

During the last years one of the main direc-
tions of the WIPO activities became dissemi-
nation of the intellectual property knowledge
and promotion of awareness of the public in
relation to the significance of intellectual prop-
erty rights protection. These issues are equally
important in our country and for solving them
in 2003 number of arrangements were per-
formed by Sakpatenti.

In the first place, it is remarkable that the
decision was taken to publish a scientific-prac-
tical periodical “Intellectual Property” in the
Georgian language intended to cover a wide
range of the issues related to the intellectual
property, to further development and perfec-
tion of the legal and institutional mechanisms
of the field in Georgia. Journal supplies the
reader with broad information on current pro-
cesses and important events in the field of in-
tellectual property, familiarizes the public with
the national legislation in force, international
agreements with comments thereof, publish-
es the texts of the new legislative acts, draft
amendments and additions. Journal invites to
publish their articles specialists connected
with different aspects of intellectual property:
lawyers, economists, inventors, scientists, art
workers and representatives of business cir-
cles. Pages of the journal are open for discus-
sions. Taking into account the great interest in
the mentioned publication and the positive re-
port, we hope that awareness of the public in
the fundamental principles of intellectual prop-
erty shall be accelerated. Edition is distributed
free of charge in the territory of Georgia, as
well as abroad.

In order to draw attention of the public to-
wards qualitative education in the field of in-
tellectual property in May 2003 the national
seminar was held dedicated to the issues of
education in the field. The seminar was orga-
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nized by the WIPO Worldwide Academy and
Sakpatenti for the wide cadres of future teach-
ers and had a great success. It gave a stimulus
to the development of distance learning. Two
staff members of Sakpatenti that already had
the Diploma of the WIPO Worldwide Acade-
my were joined by — six. For future it is ex-
pected that a large number of staff members
shall be involved in this method of receiving
training and deepening the professional skills.

April 26 - the day of intellectual property,
the motto of this year’s observance of which
was “Making intellectual property your busi-
ness” became one more means to draw atten-
tion of the public to the role of intellectual
property in creation of harmonious, creative
and healthy existence of humans in the whole
world. Two weeks before the date on the
Georgian of the web site: www.sakpatenti.org.
ge of the National Intellectual Property Cen-
ter an information related to celebration of the
intellectual property day was placed, as well
as the text of the message to the public of the
Director General of WIPO, Dr. Kamil Idris.
The central press published articles on the his-
tory of the celebration and the issues of inven-
tion activities.

In connection with the intellectual proper-
ty day Sakpatenti published a book dedicated
to the Georgian entrepreneurs and inventors
that have emigrated to and work in the United
States of America.

It has become a tradition in Sakpatenti to
congratulate with the intellectual property day
— April 26 to every active inventor to mark
their contribution in development of science
and technology.

The Office pays great attention to continued
development of the Library and to modern-
ization of its technical facilities. The Library
serves free of charge its inner as well as outer
users, sends the Official Bulletin on paper and
machine-readable carriers (CD-ROMs), annual
reports, scientific-technical journal “Intellectu-
al Property” to the obligatory addresses in the
territory of Georgia and near and far foreign
countries under the agreements concerning the
exchange of the patent documentation.

During 2003 the Library performed free of
charge 150 orders on selection of full texts of
inventions. Staff members of the Library par-
ticipate constantly in formation of the infor-
mation stands at holding Sakpatenti seminars
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and other events. Similarly with the past years
acquisition of the following patent documenta-
tion collections on CD-ROMs and DVD disks
were continued: Espace-World, Espace EP-A,
Espace-Europe, USAPAT, Casiss, PAJ, Global-
Pat, Espace-Access, Espace-Bulletin, Espace-
Precess, Patents of Russia, Esoace AT, Jopal,
Canada, Romarin, Cosmos INPI Patents, Eu-
rope and PCT Gazette, Iplex. For December
31, 2003 their total amount made 6 120 units.

With the financial support of the European
Patent Office (EPO) Sakpatenti completes its
collections with periodicals concerning pat-
ents, trademarks, copyright law, etc. Sakpaten-
ti purchases actively books of the famous
specialists in the field of intellectual property
through the following publishers: Manual In-
dustrial Property BV, Sweet&Maxwell, Lexis-
Nexis-Butterworths Tolley, Oxford University
Press, Cambridge University Press, Kluwer
Law International. This enables to increase the
professional level of the Office staff members.
To this purpose serves as well the constantly
acting system of holding seminars on actual
issues of intellectual property.

9 staff members participated in the semi-
nars organized by the European Patent Office

Academy.
14 staff members participated in the ses-
sions, assemblies and other international

events of the WIPO Committees. Qualification
of the examiners increases each year and re-
spectively kinds and volume of the documen-
tation and scientific-technical literature used.
Examiners use intensively patent databases of
Europe, the United States, Russia, South-East
Asian countries in the Internet. For search of
the articles from the scientific-technical jour-
nals they apply to the commercial bases STN
(FIZ AUTODOC). The commercial database
Delphion was used widely.

Staff members of the Center carry out ac-
tive translation activities. The work on transla-
tion of the International Patent Classification,
International Classification of Goods and Ser-
vices and other international agreements has
begun.

In 2003 24 bulletins were published each
of which is placed immediately on the web
site of the Office: www.sakpatenti.org.ge, for
opposition of the third parties during three
months. Thus, on the web site three issues of
the Official Bulletin are always available. Past
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year full texts of 290 inventions and 99 utility
models were issued.

In connection with the accession to the
Hague Agreement of Concerning the Interna-
tional Deposit of Industrial Designs, the De-
partment of Examination of Inventions and In-
dustrial Designs began to receive international
registrations.

For convenience of the parties concerned
Sakpatenti decided to publish materials of the
international registration of industrial designs
in the Official Bulletin, as in the case of inter-
national registration of trademarks under the
Madrid Protocol Agreement.

As in the previous years, for WIPO annu-
al statistical and technical reports, number of
questionnaires and forms concerning different
aspects of the Center activities were prepared.

Sakpatenti pays relevant attention to the re-
lations with public. Seminars and other events
are always covered by mass media. Leading
specialists of the Office give a broadcast talk
and appear on television in connection with
the issues of intellectual property protection,
participate in the discussions and debates.
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AUTOMATION OF ACTIVITIES

During 2003 works using Oracle Database
Server (database management system) for cre-
ation of the informational and management
integrated automated system were continued.
Development of the system software was fin-
ished. Issue of exploitation of the created soft-
ware product was put on the agenda that is
connected with the final refinement of the real
information links, administration of databases
and improvement of the programs. In order to
perform this work timely and valuably:

— Core of the reconstructed network was
placed in the special server room, where the
main components of the network are assem-
bled and necessary climate conditions are cre-
ated.

— A central 1gb commutator and three
100mgb commutators were switched in the
system. Network hardware cables were partial-
ly changed. In result of the performed works
all users of LAN have 100mgb access.

— The so-called server complex was cre-
ated, where modern servers and a central net-
work commutator were disposed. This space is
specially protected by fire-prevention system
and temperature control is possible. Modern
operational and database management systems
were installed and tested on the new servers.
In particular, on Sun Fire 480 server Sun So-
laris 9 operational system was installed and
adjusted. Respectively 64byte Oracle 9i Da-
tabase data management system was installed
and adjusted. In total these three components
(64byte server, 64byte operational system,
64byte data management system) give high ef-
ficiency.

In the second quarter of 2004 the project
shall be launched in test exploitation.

Production of the CIS common CD-ROM
disc began from 2002 and continues. Each
month via Internet the informational massive
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Chisinau, December 2003. Leading
specialists of Sakpatenti share experience
of Moldova Patent Office in the field of
industrial designs’ protection.

was sent containing trilingual abstracts and
descriptions of inventions, as well as utility
models. Examiners were able to search for the
desirable information in the patent information
common CD-ROM massive by means of the
software complex “MIMOSA”.

In future full information of Sakpatenti
shall be disposed on one common DVD disc
that shall be searchable by means of “MIMO-
SA” system.

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INVENTIONS

In 2003 365 applications for inventions
were filed with Sakpatenti (PCT not included),
thereof 194 from the residents of Georgia and
4 from non-residents.

The number of International Applications
PCT entering the national phase in the report-
ed year is 167.

282 patents were granted, thereof 162 — to
local and 120 to foreign patent owners respec-
tively.

UTILITY MODELS

In 2003 112 applications for utility models
were filed, thereof 1 from a foreign applicant
99 patents were granted to local patent owners.
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INDUSTRIAL DESIGNS

In 2003 35 applications for industrial de-
signs were filed, thereof from the local appli-
cants 29 and from the foreign applicants 6 ap-
plications.

35 applications were filed on the basis of
the Hague Agreement.

18 patents were granted, thereof 18 to local
and 7 to foreign patent owners respectively.

TRADEMARKS

In 2003 2715 applications for trademarks
were filed, thereof from the local applicants 242
and from the foreign applicants 314 applications.
2161 applications were filed under the Protocol
Relating to the Madrid Agreement Concerning
the International Registration of Marks.

Sakpatenti issued 531 Certificates, thereof
149 to local and 382 to foreign owners respec-
tively.

2543 applications were extended to Georgia.
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
