extend the protection obtained on the 

basis of the international registration 

of a mark to Georgia (international 

procedure) under the Protocol Relating 

to the Madrid Agreement Concerning 

the International Registration of 

Marks.

During 2005, 3724 trademarks in 

total were filed with Sakpatenti both 

under the national and international 

procedures, which is higher by 15.3% 

than the 2004 figures. Of these the 

number of applications filed under 

the national procedure was 1030 

(by 23.4% more in comparison with 

the previous year), whereas 2694 

notifications with requests for the 

extension of protection to Georgia 

under the international procedure 

were submitted (by 9.6% more than 

last year).

As the dynamics of filing applications 
with Sakpatenti in 2000-2005 shows, the 
tendency of the increase in the number 
of applications was observable from 2003. 
Along with this, it should be noted that 
the number of local applications filed with 
Sakpatenti under the national procedure 
grew more rapidly than that of foreign 

applications, and by 2005 their number 
became practically equal. In its turn, 
the number of international registrations 
requesting extension of protection of 
foreign trademarks to Georgia in the 
same period rose quite rapidly. This rise 
must be also largely due to the increase 
of the number of countries party to the 
Madrid Protocol. As regards the increase 
in the number of local applications, 
it should be regarded mainly as the 
result of the favourable changes in the 
economy of Georgia.

As is evident from the diagrams, 

during the period under review German 

applicants were the most active, and 

although their number decreased at a 

certain period, the majority of applicants 

in 2005 too were from this country. 

Since 2001 French and Italian applicants 

have shown practically stable activity, 

whereas the tendency of decrease of 

the number of Swiss applicants has 

been observable. Notably, from 2003 

the interest of applicants from the 

USA in Georgia increased sharply and 

the rate of increase of the number of 

received trademarks is in fact equal 

to the rate of increase of number of 

local trademarks. Along with the positive 

changes in the economy of Georgia 

in the given period, this must also be 

explained by being a member of the 

Madrid Protocol from 2003. The rising 

interest of neighbouring countries, Turkey 

and the Russian Federation, should also 

be mentioned.

As was noted above, in 2005 

the majority of trademarks (520) were 

received in Georgia from Germany, 

which is followed by: Georgia (511), 

USA (380), France (252), the Russian 

Federation (230), Italy (194), Switzerland 

(188), Turkey (167), the United Kingdom 

(149), etc. From Asian countries most 

trademarks were received from China 

(129) and Japan (80).

Under the Law of Georgia on 

Appellations of Origin and Geographical 

Indications of Goods adopted by the 

Parliament of Georgia on June 22, 1999, 

the basis of protection of the appellations 

of origin and geographical indications in 

Georgia is their registration at Sakpatenti 

or an interstate agreement.

The mentioned law is large-format 

and concerns any kinds of goods. But 

resulting from the priority of country, 

further legislative activities were aimed at 

the issues of protection of wines, spirits 

and mineral waters. In particular, by the 

Decree of the President of Georgia No 

88 of February 28, 2002 designations 

of 18 wines, 3 wine brandies and 

16 mineral waters were recognized 

as appellations of origin. In 2003 the 

Ministry of Agriculture and Food developed 

and adopted a number of subordinate 

legislation according to which the link 

of characteristics of wines, wine brandies 

and mineral waters with the geographical 

place shall be studied and determined, 

borders of the geographical place shall 

be specified, as well as registration of 

relevant appellations of origin and control 

of their use. As a result, by the end of 

2003 the perfect legal basis harmonized 

with the international requirements already 

existed in Georgia.

In spite of the fact, the Register of 

Geographical Indications and Appellations 

of Origin started to function only from 

2005. Namely, on 14.07.05 the Georgian 

wine “Khvanchkara” was registered as

On the basis 

of this Agreement on November 11, 

2004 with the purpose of registration 

of appellations of origin, applications of  

the 8 Georgian wines and 2 mineral 

waters were submitted to the International 

Bureau. Their international registration 

numbers are: No 855 – “Tsinandali”, No 

856 – “Teliani”, No 857 – “Napareuli”, 

No 858 – “Mukuzani”, No 859 

– “Akhasheni”, No 860 – “Gurjaani”, 

No 861 – “Kindzmarauli”, No 862 – 

“Khvanchkara” No 863 – “Borjomi” and 

No 864 – “Nabeghlavi”. From November 

2005 all these appellations enjoy 

protection in all the member countries 

of the Lisbon Agreement, except Israel, 

where judicial proceedings are going on 

for granting protection to the appellations

and Bulgaria, where similar processes are 

going on for “Tsinandali”, “Mukuzani”, and

On the basis of the Lisbon Agreement 

in 2005 protection in the territory of 

Georgia was granted to 781 registered 

appellations of origin of the member 

states of this Agreement.

The registration of scientific, literary 

and artistic works at the National 

Intellectual Property Centre of Georgia 

Sakpatenti has been made since January 

1, 2001, the date on which the State 

Agency of Copyright and Related Rights 

of Georgia was united with Sakpatenti.

According to the previous edition of 

the Law of Georgia “On Copyright and 

Related Rights” the holder of copyright 

was entitled to register a work and obtain 

a certificate confirming the registration.

After making amendments to the 

Law “On Copyright and Related Rights” 

(03.06.2005 ¹1585) the procedure of 

registration was substituted by the deposition 

of a work, along with this, the holder 

of copyright is given a relevant certificate 

(91, $1). As is known, proceeding from 

the basic principle of copyright law, the 

deposition of the work is not necessary 

for the rise and enforcement of copyright. 

Copyright in a work arises automatically 

from the moment of its creation when it 

is fixed in some objective form permitting 

it to be perceived and reproduced.

The analysis of the results of the 

registration and deposition over the last 

five years has shown that the number 

of applications from authors of works for 

deposition and obtainment of the relevant 

certificate increases from year to year 

(see table 2.6.1). This certainly indicates 

that more and more authors in Georgia 

resort to the deposition system as one 

of the necessary components of ensuring 

their copyright.

Assignment Agreement concerning 

industrial property subject-matters and 

licenses granted for their use are 

registered at the National Intellectual 

Property Center Sakpatenti.

The Chamber of Appeals, that hears 

the disputes connected with examination 

of the industrial property subject-matter, 

functions at the National Intellectual 

Property Center Sakpatenti. The Chairman 

of the Chamber of Appeals is the Director 

General of Sakpatenti. The Chamber 

of Appeals hears the disputes in the 

complement of a board. The boards 

consist of the lawyers of Sakpatenti and 

examiners that have not participated in 

the examination process of the disputable 

subject-matter. The Chairman of the 

Chamber of Appeals approves the board 

complement.

As to the number of appeals filed 

by the applicants and third persons with 

respect to the industrial property subject-

matters it varies within 100. It is interesting 

that in 2004 reduction in the number 

of appeals was observed. It may be 

explained by the fact that in 2000-2003, 

i.e. earlier than the time period required 

for examination for taking a decision 

(1-1,5 year), the number of applications 

filed was the lesser. Whereas, the picture 

of the applications hearing results are as 

follows: in 2003 one appeal with respect 

to the utility model and 133 appeals with 

respect to the trademarks were filed with 

the Chamber of Appeals of Sakpatenti. 

Amongst 97 appeals were upheld fully, 

and 1 - partially. In 2004 95 appeals 

were filed with Sakpatenti, amongst 2 

with respect to the industrial designs 

and 93 with respect to the trademarks.

The year 2005 was marked for 

Sakpatenti by very fruitful lawmaking 

activities. Although the six laws regulating 

intellectual property were adopted not long 

ago (in 1999), new circumstances have 

arisen that necessitated the preparation of 

drafts of amendments.

Over the recent period Georgia has 

acceded to various international treaties, 

among these, the so-called “Internet 

Treaties” of the World Intellectual Property 

Organization (WIPO), WIPO Copyright 

Treaty (WCT) and WIPO Performances and 

Phonograms Treaty (WPPT) in 2001, and 

International Convention for the Protection 

of Performers, Producers of Phonograms 

and Broadcasting Organizations (Rome 

Convention) in 2004.

Under the Partnership and Cooperation 

Agreement (PCA) concluded between 

Georgia and the European Union in 

1996, Georgia assumed the obligation 

to harmonize permanently the national 

legislation with that of the European 

Union, including the intellectual property 

sphere.

Proceeding from the above-mentioned, 

already from 2005 practical work began 

in Sakpatenti to prepare amendments 

to the existing laws, in which experts 

of the Eurointegration Committee of the 

Parliament of Georgia and GEPLAC also 

participated.

 On January 28, 2005 the Eurointegration 

Committee of the Parliament of Georgia, 

the Mission of the European Union in

The prepared draft laws were 

submitted to the Parliament of Georgia 

and some of them were adopted in 

2005. In particular:

On June 3, 2005 the Parliament of 

Georgia finished the consideration of the 

drafts of amendments to the Law “On 

Copyright and Related Rights” and in 

June of the same year this draft law 

entered into force. 

More than 150 amendments were 

made to the “Law of Georgia on Copyright 

and Related Rights”.

The adopted amendments conventionally 

may be divided into several groups.

The first group is linked with the use 

of the subject-matter of copyright and 

related rights in the cyber space, including 

the Internet. Taking into consideration the 

requirements of the Directive 2001/29/

EC of the European Union and the 

WIPO Internet Treaties (WCT, WPPT), the 

explanations of various terms were altered, 

among these, “communication to the 

public”, “rights management information”. 

New terms were introduced, such as 

“technological measures”, “circumvention 

of technological measures”, “temporary 

copy”, etc.

According to the amendments, the 

right to receive royalties during every 

public display and public performance 

of an audiovisual work, along with the 

composer, was granted to other authors 

too, in particular, the principal director, 

the author of scenario and the author 

of dialogues.

Under the third group of the 

amendments, authors and holders of related 

rights were granted new rights, which 

had not existed before. “Lending and 

assignment of ownership in other form” 

is no longer a part of the “distribution 

right”, but was defined as a separate 

right. The performer was granted the 

“exclusive right of distribution“ of the 

original or copies of the performance 

recorded in a phonogram, by means of 

selling or other form of assignment of 

property.

Another group of amendments refers 

to the terminology used in the law and 

its explanations, which in most cases did 

not correspond to the terms accepted in 

international practice and their meaning. 

As a result, the explanations of many 

terms were edited and corrected with 

respect to content, e.g.: “publication”, 

“cabling”, “broadcast”, etc.

The fifth group of the amendments 

is linked with “databases”. In particular, 

a “database” as a work protected 

by copyright was demarcated from a 

“database” of another type, which does 

not represent a work, but the rights of 

its maker should be protected.

The sixth part of the amendments 

affected the procedures linked with the 

deposition of a work at Sakpatenti, which

The seventh group of the amendments 

refers to the institute of protection and 

enforcement of authors’ rights – collective 

management organization. The adopted 

amendments are related to the criteria 

and conditions of the foundation and 

activities of such an organization. Under 

Article 671 of the Law, the Ministry of 

Justice of Georgia was charged with the 

re-registration of these organizations taking 

into account the new requirements.

One more group of the amendments 

was linked with assignment of rights 

and licence agreements. As a result, 

the requirements related to the content 

and form of such an agreement were 

specified.

On December 28, 2005 the Parliament 

of Georgia adopted amendments to the 

Law “On Border Measures Relating to 

Intellectual Property”.

Under the Law, a special register was 

established at the Customs Department of 

Georgia, in which every interested party 

can register his trademark, subject-matter 

of copyright and related rights, database, 

appellation of origin or geographical 

indication and indicate the information 

necessary for the identification of the 

goods. In case of the appearance of 

suspicious goods, the customs officials 

are entitled to stop these goods during 

10 working days, and perishable goods 

- during 6 working days. If the suspicion 

proves to be grounded, the rightholder 

can appeal to the court and demand the 

reparation of damages and destruction of 

the goods.

On December 20, 2005 the Parliament 

of Georgia adopted amendments to the 

Law “On Trademarks”.

According to the amendments, absolute 

and relative grounds of refusal for the 

registration of a trademark were edited 

and corrected with regard to content. On 

application to the court it has become 

possible to consider the registration as 

invalid even in the cases when the 

registration was made with an unfair 

intention, or the representative or agent 

of the holder of the trademark registered 

the trademark in his name without the 

permission of the owner, or the registration 

infringes the copyright of a third party.

On the basis of the practice established 

and experience accumulated at Sakpatenti 

over the years, the conditions and limits 

of carrying out examination, the rules of 

publication and appeal of the examination 

decision at the Chamber of Appeals, 

the possibility of extension of registration 

validity term and its restoration were 

specified.

It is also an important novelty that 

the matters of the use of a trademark 

containing as an unprotected part an 

appellation of origin or a geographical 

indication were regulated.

In the year under review, the 

Parliament of Georgia adopted significant 

amendments to the Criminal Code and 

the Code of Administrative Violations of 

Georgia.

As a result of the amendments to 

the Criminal Code, the list of protected 

subject-metters was specified and database 

was added. Article 189 was formulated 

as “Infringement of Rights of the Holder

Maker of a Database” and Article 1891 

“Infringement of Industrial Property Rights” 

was added to the Code. Owing to this, 

every possible variety of infringement of 

rights is reflected fully, which was not 

envisaged before.

The introduction of aggravating 

circumstances such as the purpose of 

making high and especially high profit 

and the crime committed by a group 

with premeditated conspiracy is also 

noteworthy.

Similar to the amendments to the 

Criminal Code of Georgia, in the Code 

of Administrative Violations of Georgia the 

list of infringing actions were extended in 

the Code, in particular, “circumvention of 

technological measures, illegal purchase, 

importation, storing, sale, lending or other 

illegal use of counterfeit copies, unlawful 

change, destruction or distortion of rights 

management information, misleading the 

consumer” was regarded as an unlawful 

act. The fine amount was increased 

considerably too. Namely, for the 

administrative offence committed for the 

first time a fine is envisaged from one 

thousand to three thousand lari (instead 

of five hundred to one thousand lari), 

and for the repeated offence committed 

during one year - from three thousand 

to five thousand lari (instead of from one 

thousand to three thousand lari). Along 

with this, the materials, devices and 

technical measures used for reproduction 

of counterfeit copies and circumvention of 

technological measures were subjected to 

seizure. Relevant editorial changes were 

entered in the note to this article too.

In addition, the Code of Administrative 

Violation was applied to the databases, 

not representing works.

On July 18 to 22 a workshop was 
organized for the staff of Sakpatenti and 
Georgian patent attorneys, which was devoted 
to the decisions taken by the European 
Court of Justice during disputes linked 
with the protection of trademarks as well 
as developments concerning the protection 
of computer software in Europe. Judges 
from the German Patent Court Dr.Wolfgang 
Tauchert and Mrs. Marian Grabrucker were 
invited as speakers. At the seminar many 
court cases in the European Union were 
considered, which was followed by an 
interesting discussion. This will facilitate 
greatly to the establishment of the proper 
practice both in the Chamber of Appeals 
of Sakpatenti and in the court.

Staff members of Sakpatenti participate 
actively in various symposia, seminars and 
conferences organized by the WIPO, the 
European Patent Office (EPO), the WTO and 
other international organizations and offices. 
Twenty representatives from Sakpatenti took 
part in 16 international events. Participation 
in such events serves the improvement of 
the professional skills of our staff members, 
and facilitates the extension of fruitful 
cooperation in the direction of development 
of intellectual property protection system. 

Especially important was the WIPO Tenth 
Worldwide Symposium on Geographical 
Indications, held on June 27-28, 2005 in 
Parma. Dr. David Gabunia, Director General 
of Sakpatenti was invited as a speaker to

His speech dealt with 
the state of protection of geographical 
indications in Georgia and problems linked 
with the protection of the appellations of 
well-known Georgian wines and mineral 
waters abroad.

The protection of Georgian appellations 
of origin is one of the main priorities 
in the activities of Sakpatenti. According 
to Decree ¹99 of the Government 
of Georgia of 2004, along with other 
measures, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs 
and Agriculture of Georgia together with 
Sakpatenti was charged with starting 
negotiations with the European Union 
and the CIS countries for the conclusion 
of bilateral treaties on mutual recognition 
and protection of appellations of origin.

Under Decree ¹472 of the President 
of Georgia of 2005, Director General of 
Sakpatenti David Gabunia was authorized 
to carry on negotiations to prepare the text 
of the agreement on mutual recognition 
and protection of geographical indications 
(appellations of origin) between Georgia and 
Ukraine. With that end in view, in September 
2005 negotiations were conducted between 
the Georgian and Ukrainian parties at the 
State Department of Intellectual Property 
in Kiev, as a result of which the text of 
the agreement on mutual recognition and 
protection of appellations of origin was 
prepared.

Significant changes of patent 

documentation classification for the large 

and small patent offices were analyzed 

and studied. For the activities of Sakpatenti 

core level of the national documentation 

classification was selected. In connection 

with the mentioned innovations for the 

examiners of the office two seminars 

were held, dedicated to changes related 

to application of international patent 

classification symbols under the changed 

St.8 and St.10/c standards.

In 2005 the renewed WIPO standard 

St. 36 ,connected with processing of 

the patent information using XML format, 

was mastered. The above standard is 

applied by the intellectual property offices 

with the purpose of filing, processing, 

publication and exchange of all types of 

patent documentation. For the national 

documentation specific DTD patterns 

for the XML format were implemented. 

The system for generation of national 

documentation from the Sakpatenti 

patent database in the XML format 

was launched. The trial version of the

Deployment of the 

industrial property database is also provided 

for, that will enable any interested person 

to familiarize with the data of Sakpatenti 

Register. The new version of the web-

site was developed taking into account 

the latest technologies. Its approbation and 

deployment on the server is planned for 

2006.

Certain changes were entered in format 

of presentation of the national information 

for the CIS database (CISPATENT), that is 

sent to the Federal Service of Intellectual 

Property, Patents and Trademarks of the 

Russian Federation.

Last year 24 bulletins and 315 full-

texts of inventions and utility models 

were published. 

Sakpatenti is a main owner of the full 

collection of the patent documentation. 

National patent information is available 

at the library of Sakpatenti on the 

machine-readable carriers, as well as 

on paper. The patent documentation is 

being exchanged with the patent offices 

and different organizations (about 400 

addresses) and is stored on machine-

readable carriers (CD-ROM and DVD 

discs).

During search the following 

databases are used widely: ESPACENET 

(database of the European Patent Office), 

FIPS (database of Rospatent), USPTO 

(the US database), EAPATIS (database 

of the Eurasian Patent Organization), 

DEPATISNET (the German database), 

DELPHION (database of the leading 

countries and INPADOC), STN (scientific 

and technical literature). The retrieved 

materials include concrete parallel patents 

of the international applications, their 

legal status, full texts of the scientific 

technical articles, examination materials 

of the European Patent Office, etc.).

In 2005 about 100 advanced searches 

were performed, articles from the leading 

scientific and technical journals and 

form libraries were retrieved.

In 2005 the Sakpatenti intellectual 

property library purchased 265 books of 

famous foreign authors and brochures in 

the field of intellectual property legislation. 

At present the library receives about 

25 different publications related to the 

intellectual property issues.

One more significant direction of the 

Sakpatenti activities is dissemination of 

information and increasing awareness in 

the intellectual property field. It should 

be noted, that during last years interest 

of different groups of society in the 

issues of intellectual property protection 

has increased. In 2005 the number of 

visitors of the Sakpatenti library has 

increased twice in comparison with the 

previous year (680 visits). These, mainly, 

are inventors and representatives of small 

and medium businesses and, what is 

more important, students. Number of 

direct or telephone consultations has also 

increased. Staff-members of the library 

systematically help the readers in the 

work with different databases of the 

patent documentation, supply them with 

normative, legal, reference literature and 

periodicals.

From the first days of functioning, 

Sakpatenti distributes free of charge in 

the territory of Georgia and abroad 

all its official publications: bulletins, 

scientific-practical journal, translations of 

the WIPO books, materials of seminars 

and conferences held in Georgia, CD-

ROM discs containing the national and

The office performs translation activities 

systematically in order to supply the Georgian 

readers with important documents, books, 

legislative and methodological literature.

In addition, in 2005 Sakpatenti 

published the book “International 

Copyright Law” (authors David Gabunia 

and Giorgi Taktakishvili), which comprises 

analysis and comments to the Berne 

Convention, Rome Convention and the 

TRIPS Agreement.

Beginning from establishment of 

Sakpatenti implementation and application 

of information technologies became one 

of the priority directions in its activities. 

The works connected with modernization 

of the Sakpatenti automated system 

began still in 1999, in the following 

years this system was implemented in 

stages and for 2000 the number of 

databases already existed and the local 

area network began to function with 

100 work stations.

Necessity of formation, processing 

and distribution of significantly increased 

document files in the conditions of 

rapid development of communication and 

computer technologies posed the issue 

of creation of such a new information 

retrieval system that would comply with 

the following requirements: information 

reliability and protection, user-oriented 

interface, full realization of the 

technological cycle, rate of information 

processing and completeness of statistical 

information.

From 2000 began working of the new 

project of dataware and control integrated 

automated system with the application 

of modern information technologies and 

software ORACLE, which was finished and 

implemented exactly during the reported 

period – 2005.

The system algorithm is based on 

respective articles of effective regulations 

in Sakpatenti. Each application filed

 Implementation of the system 

enabled to improve the quality of 

examiners’ work, to simplify the work 

capacious sections, to reduce the terms 

of applications handling and to accelerate 

receiving of the statistical data. Rate of 

information processing and reliability of 

the system functioning was increased. 

Generated information resources were 

sorted out and stored reliably. Capacity 

of information received and sent by 

the Internet was increased significantly. 

Automated control of fulfilling of the 

statutory requirements and procedure 

terms was performed.

In 2005 a new section (Section of 

Receiving and Processing of Application 

Materials) was formed in the Department 

of Information Technologies.  The section 

performs primary processing of the 

applications filed for inventions, utility 

models and industrial designs, as well as 

their deployment in databases according 

to individual fields.
