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Georgia, as a country of ancient culture and

traditions, is rich in intellectual property. The
geographical location of the country determined
largely the fact that Georgia is a cradle of ancient
Eastern and Western civilizations. Historical
sources affirm that from the earliest times our
country has been famous for goldsmith and
metal works. Facts confirming this are found
abundantly in historical sources and mythology,
but the evidence of the Golden Fleece and
Prometheus are a clear proof of Georgian people
striving fowards technological progress from the
ancient period. Along with this, favorable climate
conditions facilitated development of farming.
Georgia is considered as a cradle of wine and
apart from the widespread vine varieties with
universally known unique features, up to 500
varieties of vine have survived up to the present
day. Ancient wheat varieties have also survived,
which points to the high level of agriculture
development.

ancestors numerous
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architectural  monuments, the design and
technique of execution of which arouse admiration
not only in mere viewers, but in specialists as
well. Specimens of Georgian poetry and prose
are generally known and renowned. Naturally,
the great infellectual potential which Georgia
possesses historically should be developed
and adjusted to modern global requirements.
In contemporary world, development of a
country is inconceivable without the existence
of innovative projects. The greatest asset of
every successful business company in the world
is infellectual property. Taking info account the
above-mentioned, at the present stage, special
importance is given to the protection of intellectual
property in the country.

The National Intellectual Property Center of
Georgia Sakpatenti, according to the current
legislation, is the legal entity of public law which
defines the general IPR policy in the country.
Hence, initial challenges of the newly appointed
Sakpatenti team were capacity building and
raising public awareness in intellectual property
protection. To this end, targeted capacity building
events and pubic lectures along with the TV and
radio programs took place. Numerous articles on
intellectual property protection were covered by
different newspapers.

In 2010 several significant projects were
launched, which will yield specific results in future.
A project for the establishment of the Technology
and Innovation Transfer Centers should be
noted, which aims at further commercialization
of inventions, linking them to businesses and
introducing to the market. Shared international
experience (Israel, Germany) and support of the
donor organizations, together with involvement
of academia, policy and business community,
facilitated active launch of the project.

Agriculture of Georgia, Sakpatenti has started to
undertake necessary measures for the increase
of number of registered Georgian geographical
indications and appellations of origin, and to
register already registered appellations of origin
outside Georgia. At present, in compliance with
set procedures, registration of 18 appellations
of origin of Georgian wines is underway in all
member states of the European Union as well
as the United States of America. This Project
is of high importance in terms of protection of
Georgian products and increasing awareness
of Georgia as a country producing high-quality
and eco-friendly products.

The year 2010 was also significant from
the viewpoint of copyright and neighboring
rights protection. For this purpose, Sakpatenti
cooperated actively with the Ministry of Culture
and Monuments Protection and the Authors’
Society of Georgia. Taking into account the
urgency of the issue and relevant international
experience, an Interagency Coordination Council
for Copyright Protection under the auspices of the
Prime Minister of Georgia has been established
by the Decree of the President of Georgia.
Sakpatenti drafted the Copyright Protection
Strategy, which currently undergoes further
procedures among the member agencies of the
Coordinating Council.

contacts in the area of intellectual property.
Georgia, as a country on its path to European
integration, should have close partner relations
with patent offices of European countries. In this
regard, active cooperation with the European
Patent Office (EPO) in 2010 and ongoing joint
projects are of significance. It is also noteworthy
that a memorandum of understanding has

been concluded between Sakpatenti and the
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Hungarian Patent Office. We had an active
dialogue with the United States Patent and
Trademark Office and the United States Agency
for International Development. In order to
build capacity of Sakpatenti staff and share
infernational experience, in 2010 Sakpatenti
was also engaged in active cooperation with the
European Union.

The year 2010 was also marked as a year of
significant reorganization and structural changes.
Workforce was optimized and managerial
positions were minimized. In the budget planning,
attention was focused on introduction of modern
technologies.

The statistical data of 2010 offered in the
present annual report show the decrease of the
number of applications for industrial property
objects, as compared with the previous years.
This is certainly due to the World financial crisis
of 2008-2009. However, the increase of number
of applications in the second half of 2010 gives
grounds for assuming that, relative to overcoming
the effects of the financial crisis, the number of
applications will further increase next year.

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The National Intellectual Property Center
of Georgia Sakpatenti is a legal entity of
public law operating independently in the
area of intellectual property, set up on the
basis of the "'Patent Law of Georgia"'. The
head of Sakpatenti is its Chairman, appointed
to this post for a 4-year term by the President
of Georgia. Sakpatenti is accountable to the
Prime Minister.

Under the law, Sakpatenti grants titles
of protection on intellectual property objects
on behalf of the Georgian state, defines and
carries out intellectual property policy of
the state, represents Georgia in the World
Intellectual ~ Property  Organization and
other international organizations active in

infellectual property matters.

The core function of Sakpatenti is
filed for

protection of intellectual property objects

examination of applications

and granting respective titles of protection.
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In particular, Sakpatenti grants patents
for inventions and utility models, registers
indications,

trademarks,  geographical

appellations  of origin, designs and
topographies of integrated circuits. Scientific,
literary and artistic works are also deposited

with Sakpatenti.

A Chamber of Appeals functioning at
Sakpatenti hears disputes in connection with
the decisions of Sakpatenti on intellectual
property objects, as well as criteria of their
protection.

At the beginning of 2010, the number
of staff members equaled 177, whereas, as
a result of reorganization of the office and
optimization of the staff carried out during
the year, the number of Sakpatenti staff
members was reduced to 122 by the end
of 2010. After the reorganization, the office
structure has been streamlined and number

of the managerial posts reduced.

Appellations of Origin and Geographi-
cal Indications of Goods”’, the basis for
the protection of appellations of origin
and geographical indications in Georgia is
their registration at Sakpatenti or an in-
terstate agreement. This law in fact came
into effect in 2005, along with this, its
application became possible only with re-
spect to wines, spirits and mineral waters,
as the subordinate legislation adopted in
2003 by the Ministry of Agriculture and
Foodstuffs and being in force by this pe-

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The process of breeding or discovery and
development of a new plant variety and/or
animal breed is a purposeful creative human
activity and the result of such work requires
legal protection.

Legal protection of new varieties of plants
and breeds of animals and acquisition of
exclusive rights in Georgia is regulated on
the basis of the Law of Georgia “On New
Breeds of Animals and Varieties of Plants”,
which entered into force on December 29,
2010. The Law applies to all genera and spe-
cies of plants and animals. According to the
Law, protectability criteria of a new animal
breed/plant variety are novelty, distinctness,
uniformity, and stability.

On November 29, 2008 Georgia acceded
to the International Convention of the Inter-
national Union for the Protection of New
Varieties of Plants (UPOV). The objective of
the Union is to protect rights of breeders of
new plant varieties by the members states,
according to the principles established by the
Convention, on the basis of national legisla-
tions.
