= Under the national procedure, which

implies filing  an application directly

with the National Intellectual Property

Centre of Georgia Sakpatenti according

to the Law of Georgia on Design;
®  Under the international procedure, which

implies requesting extension of protection
to the territory of Georgia according to
the Hague Agreement on the basis of
international registration of a design.

Sakpatenti began receiving applications
requesting registration of industrial designs
under the national procedure after its for-
mation as an independent structural entity
in 1992.

On June 24, 2010 the new Law of
Georgia on Design came into force. The

Along with this, the examination procedure
includes confirmation of the filing date,
carrying out examination as to formal re-
quirements and substantive examination and
publication in the bulletin of industrial
property for a three-month period. The ex-
amination procedure takes a period from 6
months to 1 vyear.

From 1992 to January 1, 2012, in total
677 applications for design/industrial designs)’
registration ~were filed with Sakpatenti under
the national procedure, of which 480 ones
were registered, which is 71%.

The new Law on Design enables an ap-
plicant to request application processing and
design registration by the accelerated pro-
cedure, which reduces the above-mentioned
terms to 10 working days (Article 22, Law
of Georgia on Design). From the date of the
enacting the Law to the end of 2011, 12
design application were filed and registered
under the accelerated procedure.

Unlike the national procedure, Sakpaten-
