The examination procedure takes a pe-
riod from 6 months to 1 year. However,
the new Law of Georgia on Design en-
ables a local or foreign applicant to re-
quest processing of the application filed
with Sakpatenti and design registration by
the accelerated procedure. In this case, the
duration of application examination and
design registration, including the issue of
the certificate, is 1.5 month.

From 1992 to January 1, 2013, in total
732 applications for design/industrial design
registration were filed with Sakpatenti un-
der the national procedure, of which 507
ones were registered, which is 69, From
the date of enacting the Law on Design
to the end of 2012, 27 design applications
were filed under the accelerated proce-
dure, which in total included 85 designs,
of these, designs of 26 applications were
registered.

In 2012, 244 applications for designs
were filed with Sakpatenti under the na-
tional and international procedures, which
is by 1% more as compared with the
number of the 2011 data (236 applica-
tions for designs).

TECHNOLOGIES

In 2012 a new automated system of
workflow of intellectual property objects
and their administration was developed at
Sakpatenti, which should replace early in
2013 the outdated software currently in
use at the office. The system is based
on the modern approaches in the infor-
mation technologies field and will make
more effective and simpler proceedings
on intellectual property objects, such as:
inventions, utility models, trademarks and
designs. Along with this, the new system
includes functional means for electronic
(online) filing of applications, which will
undoubtedly be of great service to appli-
cants from the viewpoint of filing appli-
cations and simplification of procedures,
and will take Sakpatenti to a new, more
modern stage with respect to introduction
of paperless (electronic) proceedings.

In the same vyear electronic system
of filing and proceeding of international
applications for inventions (PCT), the so-
called PCT-ROAD was put into operation
at Sakpatenti, as well as data exchange
system with the World Intellectual Prop-
erty Organization related with these ap-
plications, the co-called PCT-EDI, which
facilitated Sakpatenti, as a receiving office
of international applications, in more ef-
fective proceedings of this type of ap-

plications.
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In 2012 receiving of data of inter-
national applications for trademarks and
sending of information on Sakpatenti ex-
amination decisions in electronic format
to the World Intellectual Property Orga-
nization continued. Publication of biblio-
graphic data and full-texts of Georgian
patents for inventions and utility models
in the global patent database ESPACENET
and a number of leading commercial
patent databases also continued in the
reporting period.

Along with this, the above-mentioned
data were sent and published on com-
mon CD-ROM disc of the CIS countries.
